For 250 years, Worcester factories made beautiful china for people’s homes. They made everything you can think of
that could be made from porcelain, including umbrella stands, cups and saucers, vases and plates and on all of these
were beautiful decorative paintings of birds, fish, animals and flowers. It was an artist’s job to make sure these looked

just like the real thing, so they would often start by drawing them from life!
